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Assessment
1. Evaluate airway, breathing, circulation, and mental status.

2. Obtain a brief history, as directed by chief complaint and specific guideline.

3. Obtain vital signs (minimum of two sets of vital signs on every transport, including       BP, pulse, respirations, temperature {depending on conditions} SPO2, and intidal CO2).

Treatment
For adult patients with COMPROMISED vital signs:


A. Systolic Blood Pressure less than 100.


B. Pulse rate of less than 60 or greater than 130.


C. Respiratory rate less than 12 or greater than 30.


D. Glasgow Coma Scale less than 13.


E. And/or associated symptoms.



Altered Mental Status 


Respiratory distress



Clinical signs of shock



Chest pain

The paramedic may initiate the following therapy at the scene and enroute PRIOR to contacting a physician; in accordance with the appropriate patient guideline.

1. Establish and airway with appropriate maneuvers and adjuncts: Oral or naso-pharyngeal, Combitube, Endo or Nasotrecheal Intubation, and LMA-Unique airway.

2. Administer oxygen as needed.

3. Administer chest decompression if indicated.

4. Apply and inflate PCPD if indicated.

5. Consider appropriate IV therapy (including EZ IO for adult and/or child).

6. Administer defibrillation or synchronized cardioversion.

7. Administer cardiac pacing if indicated.

8. Administer Pedi-Trake, and Mini Trach II.
9. Administer the following medications, if indicated and per patient care guidelines:

10. Immediately upon completion of evaluation and initiation of appropriate therapy, the paramedic will contact medical control and describe the patient’s condition and discuss further interventions.

11. All life-threatening (medical) patients will be transported to the closest hospital, unless a specialized service will benefit the patient.
The paramedic will call the closed hospital and obtain permission to pass that hospital for the specialized service.
