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Procedure

1.  A paramedic /EMT may, when one or more elements in the criteria of the Trauma Triage Protocol are found to exist, and a safe landing zone can be prepared, request a ground or airborne standby, or scene response by a helicopter air ambulance and direct transportation to the appropriate medical facility designated by Missouri Trauma Protocols.

2.  In the event of a telecommunication breakdown with a paramedic, anyone at the scene may summon an air ambulance via any available means provided one or more elements of this protocol are found to exist.

3.  Once an air ambulance is en route to the scene, only the transporting paramedic will make a determination to cancel the air ambulance.

Criteria

1.  Criteria for transport to trauma center.

2.  Amputations above the wrist or ankle.

3.  Gun shot wounds.

4.  Head and / or spinal injuries.

5.  Mechanism of injury.

6.  Lengthy extrications.

7.  Limited ground vehicle access to the scene. 
8.  Multiple victims.

9.  Traffic conditions that prevent access or egress of ground units.

10.  Limited community resources.
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
