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1.  In general, most conscious children should be transported with a parent, unless accompaniment interferes with the care of the child.

2.  In situations of major trauma and cardiopulmonary arrest, the paramedic should exercise his/ her judgment as to the status of the parents riding in the vehicle.  In all cases, parents must be seated and seat belted.

3.  Allow the parent to hold and touch the child whenever possible.

4.  Both the parent and child respond best to open and honest dialogue.
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
