Assessment

1.  As per General Trauma Guideline.

2.  Briefly assess chest, abdomen, pelvis, and genitalia.

Treatment

1.  As per General Trauma Guideline.

2.  If evisceration is present, cover exposed viscera with sterile saline soaked pads and plastic wrap; DO NOT attempt to replace exposed viscera.

3.  If pelvic fracture is suspected, place patient on long spine board with PCPD trousers in place.  Consider inflation of the PCPD to stabilize fracture and increase blood pressure if patient is greater than 60 pounds or 6 years of age.
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
