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Assessment

1.  Evaluate responsiveness.

2.  Look, listen, and feel for respirations.

3.  Verify pulselessness.

4.  Quick-look monitor with defibrillation paddles.

5.  Simultaneously, obtain a brief history from parents or caretakers.

Treatment

1.  If patient is in cardiopulmonary arrest, begin CPR using bag valve mask with 100% supplemental oxygen.  Perform CPR for 2 minutes.

2.  Follow algorithm for the patient’s specific dysrhythmia.

3.  If venous access can be established, the resuscitation fluid of choice should always be LR or NS.

4.  Consider piggy-backing D5W/NS or D5W/LR 500cc, for initial glucose administration.
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
