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Cardiogenic shock occurs less often in children than in adults.  It occurs when the pump of the circulatory system fails and is most commonly seen in:

1.  Dysrhythmia
2.  Cardiomyopathies.

3.  Tamponade.

4.  Outflow Obstruction.

5.  Congenital Heart Disease with Intracardiac Shunt.

The child in cardiogenic shock will present similar to and be difficult to differentiate from the child in hypovolemic shock.

Assessment

1.  Obtain pertinent medical history concerning heart disease and ingestion of cardiac drugs.

2.  Check adequacy of airway and breathing.

3.  Check pulse, blood pressure, capillary refill and glucose level.

4.  Check for evidence of dysythmias.

5.  Cardiogenic shock may present with:


A.  Arrhythmias or other ECG abnormalities.


B.  Distended neck veins.


C.  Child has tearing, wet mucous membranes, and good skin turgor.

Treatment

1.  Establish airway as necessary.

2.  Consider 100% oxygen.

3.  Consider IV if able to do so quickly.  Infuse NS /LR at a TKO rate.

4.  Treat any arrhythmias present.
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
