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Assessment

1.  Take vital signs.

2.  Obtain a brief history of the scene with particular attention to onset and progression of present state.  If this information is unobtainable, at least establish when the patient was last seen alert.

3.  Briefly assess cardiac, pulmonary, and neuralgic systems.  Note any signs of trauma.  Check for pill bottles, syringes, or other evidence of substance abuse and bring with the patient.

Treatment

1.  Secure airway.

2.  Consider oxygen as needed.

3.  Consider an IV of NS /LR TKO.

4.  Perform a field glucose determination.

5.  Consider administration of glucose;



< 2 years of age D25 2-4 ml/kg


> 2 years of age D50 1-2 ml/kg

If unable to secure an IV, consider Glucagon 1 mg IM>

6.  Consider administration of Narcan, 0.1 mg/kg IV, ET, and IM.

7.  Transport in later decubitus position unless spinal injury is suspected.

8.  Transport while monitoring vital signs frequently.
