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Assessment

1.  Take vital signs.

2.  Obtain a brief history of the scene with particular attention to onset and progression of the present state.

3.  Determine whether the patient is Hypoglycemic or Hyperglycemic, by obtaining a blood glucose level.

4.  Secure airway.

5.  Consider oxygen as needed.

6.  If glucose level indicates treatment, consider the following;

Treatment – Hypoglycemia (glucose level below 60 mg/dl)

Conscious treatment




Unconscious treatment

1.  Consider Glutose 15



Consider IV of NS

2.  Consider IV of NS




Consider < 2 y/o D25 2-4 ml/kg

3.  Consider < 2 y/o D25 2-4 ml/kg


Consider > 2 y/o D50 1-2 ml/kg

4.  Consider > 2 y/o D50 1-2 ml/kg


Consider 1 mg Glucagon IV, IM

5.  Consider 1 mg Glucagon IV, IM

Newborn with glucose level < 40 mg/dl

Consider D10, 2-4 ml/kg bolus (1part D50, 4 parts NS)

Treatment Hyperglycemia (glucose levels above 300 mg/dl

Consider an IV of NS at rate of 20 ml/kg.
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
