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Assessment

1.  Assess vital signs.

2.  Obtain brief history.  Bring any containers, package inserts, labels, etc. to the Emergency Department.

3.  Assess level of consciousness, cardiac, and pulmonary systems.

4.  Remember that many drugs will not have the same effect on a pediatric patient as on an adult.  For example, small amounts of ingested alcohol may cause unconsciousness of hypoglycemia in a child.

5.  Call poison control.  The number is in the ambulance. (green sticker)

Treatment

Alert patient with oral ingestion:

1.  Save emesis for examination at the Emergency Department.
2.  Transport while monitoring vital signs and level of consciousness.

Patients with Decreased Level of Consciousness

1.  Secure the airway and suction as needed.

2.  Consider oxygen as needed.

3.  Consider an IV of NS / LR TKO.

4.  Perform a field glucose determination.

5.  Consider administration of glucose.
