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Sickle Cell patients develop three major types of crises.  These include vaso-occlusive or painful crises, acute splenic sequestration and aplastic crises.  The acute splenic sequestration and aplastic crises may present a shock-like picture.  Sickle Cell patients also have increased susceptibility to infection and may develop overwhelming bacterial sepsis or meningitis with out warning.
Assessment

1.  Assess airway and breathing.

2.  Assess vital signs.

Treatment

1.  Consider oxygen as needed.

2.  If hypotensive or dehydrated, consider an IV of NS /LR and give a 20 mg/kg bolus followed by TKO rate.

3.  Consider Morphine for pain control as directed by Medical control.
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
