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Assessment

1.  Obtain vital signs.

2.  Obtain brief history.  Bring any containers, package information, etc.

3.  Assess level of consciousness as well as cardiac and pulmonary systems.

Treatment

Alert patient with Oral ingestion

1.  Contact poison control, the phone number is in the ambulance (Green Sticker).

2.  Save emesis for ER examination.

3.  Transport while monitoring vital signs frequently, including level of consciousness.

Patient with Decreased level of consciousness

1.  Secure airway, suction as needed.

2.  Administer oxygen as needed.

3.  Consider an IV (NS or LR) TKO.

4.  Determine blood glucose level by Accuchek.

5.  Consider administration of Glutose 15 if patient can accept PO medication.
6.  If an IV can be obtained, consider D50 IV 1 amp.


A)  If an IV can not be obtained after two attempts, consider Glucagon 0.5 mg- 1.0 mg IM.

7.  Consider administration of Narcan, increments of 0.5 mg up to a total of 2 mg. total.

8.  Monitor cardiac rhythm.

9.  Contact Medical Control as soon as possible.

10.  Transport in lateral decubitus position.
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
