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Assessment

1.  Obtain vital signs if able.  Seizures may be the first sign of cardiac arrest.

2.  Obtain brief history including an exact description of the incident from observers.  Also obtain history of medications use, presence / absence of alcohol or substance abuse, recent illness, trauma, previous seizures, etc.

3.  Briefly assess cardiopulmonary and neurological systems, especially noting any seizure activity observed.

Treatment

Single seizure with post-ital phase.

1.  Establish airway.  The nasopharyngeal airway is especially useful in this situation.

2.  Administer oxygen as needed.

3.  Suction as needed.

4.  Place in lateral decubitus position.
5.  Transport while monitoring vital signs.

Repetitive seizures or Single seizure with persistent decreased Level of Consciousness.

1.  Treat as above.

2.  Consider an IV of NS or LR, TKO.

3.  Determine glucose level by Accuchek.

4.  Consider administration of:


Oral glucose

15 g


D50


1 amp IV


Glucagon

1 mg IM

5.  Consider administration of Narcan, increments of 0.5 mg up to 2 mg.

6.  Consider administration of Valium, 2 mg increments up to 10 mg to control the seizure activity.  If patient is still seizing after 10 mg, contact Medical Control.

7.  Monitor cardiac rhythm.

8.  Transport while monitoring vital signs.
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
