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Assessment

1.  Establish that the event was traumatic and that the patient is unresponsive, pulse less and non-breathing.

2.  Simultaneously, get brief history from witnesses concerning mechanism of injury and down time.

Treatment

1.  Begin CPR and secure the airway, do not delay transport to intubate the patient.

2.  Apply cardiac monitor and transport immediately.

3.  Consider large bore IV’s of LR/ NS, preferably at multiple sites.  Attempt en route, DO NOT DELAY TRANSPORT TO START AN IV.

Note:  A cardiopulmonary arrest secondary to trauma can not be stabilized in the field and must reach definitive care immediately for any chance of survival.
